Questions for Reflection

James and John, elsewhere called “Sons of Thunder” (see Mark 3:17), ask to sit at Jesus’ side and share in his glory (Mark 10:35–37). Jesus, in turn, asks whether they are able to drink his cup or be baptized with his baptism (Mark 10:38). Isaiah’s song of the Suffering Servant has similar themes: “Therefore I will allot him a portion with the great . . . because he poured out himself to death” (Isa. 53:12). What does it mean to share in Christ’s glory? What does it mean to share in his cup or his baptism?
